Street Low Level station. They will run half hourly and take around 25
minutes longer. Services are likely to be extremely busy and you may not
be able to board the first train you aim to catch.

Bus option

We have arranged for FirstGlasgow to run extra buses at peak times.
Buses take around 20 minutes to Glasgow city centre, leaving at least
every 10 minutes from central locations, including Kirkintilloch Road
(after The Triangle). If this suits, please buy a bus ticket when boarding.
